Honorable Mayor and Honorable Members of Greer City Council: 
 
Attached is the approved 2012-2013 City of Greer General Fund Operations Budget 
(Fund 11:  $18,068,259).  Also, included are the Recreation Programs Fund (Fund 09:  
$167,600); Lease Purchase Capital Improvements Fund (Fund 10:  $812,945); Debt 
Service Fund (Fund 12:  $1,891,639); Hospitality Taxes Fund (Fund 18:  $1,428,800); 
Storm Water Fund (Fund 19:  $646,300); Public Services 40% Fund (Fund 33:  
$947,904); Facilities Use Fund (Fund 50:  $134,950); and Road Paving Fund (Fund 60:  
$250,000) budgets. 
 
The approved budgets contained herein are for fiscal year 2012-2013, effective July 1, 
2012 thru June 30, 2013.  In accordance with state statute and city ordinance all budgets 
are balanced with corresponding revenues and expenses.  The approved budgets do not 
require any increase to the millage rate, nor do they require any increases to fees. 
 
We are now in our third year of a financial recovery plan to reposition the city from the 
severe negative impact of the national recession.  We continued to monitor and evaluate 
all expenditures of the city looking for new and improved efficiencies through technology 
and innovativeness of our skilled and trained workforce.  Priorities for the city are 
identified in our Comprehensive Plan and in our Strategic Plan.  The Strategic Plan is 
reviewed semi-annually and updated annually at city council’s strategic planning session.   
 
Our Comprehensive Plan and our Strategic Plan, complemented with our annual strategic 
planning retreat, served as a guide to assist in preparing and recommending the proposed 
budgets which you adopted.  We continue to use a very strategic methodology to analyze 
the various budgets of the city -- line item by line item.  We attempt to identify those 
service delivery areas important to the council and communicated through your 



constituents as important to the community.  We annually review our core services and 
all related expenses to provide those services.    
   
The general fund budget has an increase in corresponding revenues and expenses of 
$479,884 over the prior year budget.  This amount reflects an overall increase in 
operating expenses of 2.73% compared to the prior year adopted budget.  The prior year 
budget was $17,588,375.  The proposed budget is $18,068,259.  The millage rate will 
remain at 97.8 mills.  16.01 mills are required for satisfaction of debt service and 81.79 
mills are required for general operations.  The estimated value of one (1) mill is $92,842. 
 
The 2.73% increase to the adopted budget is one percent (1%) less than last year’s overall 
increase and below the current CPI (3.2%).  The adopted 2012-2013 budget is below 
what the city was operating on in 2008-2009. 
 
Our employees have really stepped up and are offering ideas and suggestions on how to 
continue to do more with less.  They are creative and committed to getting the job done 
right and in the most efficient manner possible.  Training and emphasis on quality 
customer service has become a part of our organizational culture and our employees have 
embraced it.  I am very proud of Team Greer and of what they have accomplished.  We 
challenge them to “Exceed Expectations” daily, and they do.   
 
The bonus program has proven very successful for us during the previous two fiscal 
years.  We were able to award a salary/merit bonus during the 2010-2011 fiscal year and 
we were able to award a retroactive merit increase of up to the full 3% merit increase 
allocated in our just completed 2011-2012 budget.    
 
The 3% increase allocated last year remains in the approved budget, but no additional 
COLA or merit increases were allocated.  I believe we will be better positioned next year 
to consider possible salary increases for our employees.  I still believe the city continues 
to offer a competitive salary and benefits program to assist us in recruiting and retaining 
talented personnel.  We will need to continue to monitor and adjust as economic 
conditions allow.    
 
The approved budget allows for hiring three new full-time personnel and two part-time 
personnel to replace positions which were eliminated in prior budgets due to financial 
constraints.  This budget allows us to hire one (1) telecommunicator; one (1) detention 
officer; and one (1) court clerk.  The approved budget does not recommend the 
elimination of any existing positions.  Any position vacancy during the new fiscal year 
will be evaluated to determine the feasibility of filling the vacancy.  However, the budget 
is not dependent upon position reduction.  
 
Changes by the SC State Legislature to the retirement systems have an impact to both us 
as the employer and to our employees.  Employees will pay an additional 1.5% in 
contribution over the next three years.  Our employer contribution will increase as 
directed by the new state statute.  The cost to us to fund this increase is estimated at 
$77,440. 



 
Nationally, health insurance costs continue to climb every year.  However, we have been 
advised that we should anticipate a substantially identical premium this plan year.  In 
addition, our claim history has been good and we do not recommend any program 
increases this year.  We continue to fund employee coverage at 100% and family 
coverage at 80%.  There are no anticipated substantive changes to our self-insured 
program and related benefits.  Our health insurance benefit continues to be one of our 
most valuable and competitive benefits. 
  
The City of Greer remains committed to economic development efforts provided to us 
through our partnership with Greer Development Corporation.  As previously approved 
by city council, we appropriate 7.125% of the prior year audited local business license 
revenue to GDC.  The increase in our appropriation is in direct relationship to our 
increase in overall collections. 
  
Our continuing commitment to the highly successful Partnership For Tomorrow program 
is demonstrated by our allocation of $50,000 per year for three years to serve as a partial 
match to help fund the Community Master Plan effort.  The second installment of this 
three year commitment is included within this budget. 
 
It is important to note that the Public Services Fund is again projected to have a deficit in 
its second year of existence.  However, the anticipated deficit is significantly lower than 
the prior year.  We were uncertain at the start of this Enterprise Fund just how well 
revenues would match to projections of properties impacted by this fee.  However, as 
discussed previously with council during consideration of the program, we will need at 
least two to three years of operation to determine exactly how many properties are 
affected and anticipated collection rates.  We are auditing the program now and we will 
evaluate the program during the fiscal year and make recommendations to council 
accordingly. 
 
Our road paving program has been very successful in recent years because we have been 
able to leverage city resources with match funds.  I propose to continue our support of 
match funding.  The approved budget allocates $50,850 from the general fund to the 
Road Paving Fund.  The Road Paving Fund has budgeted expenditures of $250,000 for 
projects. 
 
Noteworthy changes to either revenues or expenses which have a significant impact to 
the overall budget include:  Three new full-time and two part-time staff positions, 
$150,000; increase to employer retirement contribution, $77,440; Increase in rent 
payment schedule to Greer Trust, $127, 392; Property insurance for Cannon Centre and 
Allen Bennett, $28,000; Reduction to State Aid, $58,700; Fuel for Police Department 
previously subsidized by confiscated funds, $40,000; Boarding of Prisoners charges in 
Spartanburg County, $30,000; Utilities for Cannon Centre, $32,000; and Special 
Contracts charges moved from Facilities Use Fund to General Fund, $42,000. 
 



Approximately $1.4 million is collected by MASC as part of the statewide business 
license collections program and these funds are not distributed until the last week of June 
each year.  We are not aware of any statewide issues which may adversely affect the 
amount we anticipated to collect prior to fiscal year end or the amount we have budgeted 
to collect in the approved budget.  
 
During the budget presentation I highlighted revenues and expenses that have a 
significant variance from prior year and we reviewed the Lease Purchase Capital 
Improvements.  Our department heads were available to you to answer any specific 
questions you had about operations and/or capital purchases.    
 
Again, this balanced budget does not require an increase in ad-valorem property taxes.  
Also, there is no increase in business license rates, storm water fees, or public services 
fees.  
 
The budget ordinance received first reading approval on Tuesday, June 12.  The public 
hearing was advertised and held on Tuesday, June 26.  Second and final reading was also 
approved on June 26.
